Missionaries in the West Indies   

 
It’s always nice to hear someone say “Thank you”. The other day as I was 
walking by a bulletin board at MFI I noticed a few notes pinned up. One of the 
notes was from the Peart family who MFI flew out because of a medical 
emergency. They wrote, “…thank you for the emergency flight out….That 
incident, plus all of the letters and packages you deliver, gives us encouragement 
to stay on the field.” Another couple wrote, “We can’t thank you enough for flying 
Jim and me out on New Year’s Eve!! Our doctor said that if Jim had waited much 
longer the infection would have moved to his blood system.” A team leader from a 
medical mission trip shared, “…for the first time ever, not a single patient was 
turned away! We saw 762 patients, 250 eye glasses were dispensed and 51 eye 
surgeries were preformed.” The Haitian pastor pictured at the left recently shared 
with me that over 40 people had come to Christ during the evangelistic events his 
church just had prior to Easter. The MFI staff is always encouraged when we 
hear the reports of how we 
are a blessing to the 
mission community. 
 

      

MFI’s Open House & Annual Banquet   
 
On March 1st MFI hosted our second Open House at the 
wonderful facilities that God has given us. We had many people 
from all over come to learn about MFI and how we serve the 
missions in the Caribbean. We had tours, plane rides, food and 
a kid’s corner. The turn out was even better than last year with 
more than 800 hot dogs being cooked. We all consumed our 
allotment of nitrates for the year. Wendy helped with the kids 
paper airplane contest while I gave tours non-stop. I’m sure 
many of the visitors knew nothing about missions or even Jesus. Please pray that some would come to Christ because 
of this event. Also on March 14th we put on our 16th Annual Fundraising Banquet in Palm Beach and shared what God 

has accomplished through MFI 
this last year. The funds raised at 
the banquet will help pay down 
the debt on the hangar complex. 
So far God has brought in over 
$1.1 million dollars toward the 
$1.7 million dollar facility. We 
look forward to the day when the 
building is paid off. We are also 
still raising funds for another 
turbine DC-3 as well. We are 
trying to wait patiently on the 
Lord as we know he will supply 
this second turbine in His time. 
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  MFI Annual Statistics 
 
• MFI flew 1,463 hours for missions. 
 
• We made 192 flights.  
 
• We averaged 3.8 flights a week. 
 
• Our planes and flight crews flew 
277,000 miles or 12 times around 
the world. 
 
• We transported 3,100 passengers 
and their 150,000 pounds of 
baggage. 
 
• We transported 403,000 pounds of 
mission cargo and mail. 
 
• We shipped 4 containers to Haiti 
with Bibles, food, fabric, clothing, etc. 
 
• We shipped 1 container to India 
with books and the remainder of the 
donated sewing machines. 
 
• The total weight of the containers 
shipped and passengers, baggage, 
and cargo airlifted to Haiti, the DR 
and the Bahamas was 1.3 million lbs

Daily challenges include 
dealing with all the 
logistics that encompass planning for our flights. One of his goals is to 
schedule the loads and routes of the planes in the most efficient 
manner. He also has to help make many of the decisions in the office. 
There never seems to be a dull moment.
